	Text Field 47: 
	Page 3: I am going with my school group  to the NGV. The letters N-G-V stand  for the National Gallery of Victoria.  We can also call it the Gallery.
 
The NGV has two buildings that are close together  in the city of Melbourne:
 
•         NGV International 
•         The Ian Potter Centre: NGV Australia
 
Our group will be going to NGV International, which is a very large building located on St Kilda Road.
 
	Page 4: At the Gallery, I may see works of art such as paintings, sculptures, photographs, fashion, drawings and films, that have been created by artists and designers from all over the world. Some of the art is very old and some of it is new. The Gallery regularly changes the works of art that are on display, so I may notice that it looks a bit different if I have been there before.
 
	Page 5: I may travel from school to the NGV on a bus, tram, train or in a car.
 
	Page 6: The main entrance of the Gallery has a big archway and a glass wall with water flowing down it. This is called the Waterwall. 
 
The Waterwall is made of very thick and strong glass so it will not break. I can touch the Waterwall. My hands and clothes might get wet if I do.
 
	Page 7: The entrance to the Gallery is through the glass doors to the right side of the waterwall.
 
	Page 8: The area inside the main entrance is called Federation Court. 
This is a big, open space that we will move through when we enter 
the Gallery. 
 
There may be other people and school groups in the Gallery. I may hear people talking and I may hear noises in the gallery spaces. 
 
I can tell the teacher or adult who is with my group if I do not like this area. We can move to another space. 
 
	Page 9: When we arrive at the Gallery, a person from the NGV will greet us and ask a teacher who is with our group to check us in.
 
	Page 10: If anyone in our group brings a bag, NGV staff will show us where to store them while we are visiting the Gallery. Bags can be placed in a locker to keep them safe. The locker will be locked and the teacher with my group will have the key. If I don’t have a bag, that’s okay! 
I may need to wait while the teacher helps others.
 
Sometimes there can be a lot of people in this area, it can be crowded and noisy. I can tell the teacher or adult who is with my group if I do not like this area. We can move to another space.
 
 
	Page 11: Inside the Gallery, there are big spaces with tall walls. 
 
In many parts of the Gallery the ceiling is very high. If I look up in some areas, I can see different shapes and angles.
 
 
 
	Page 12: The Great Hall is a very big room with a colourful stained-glass roof. There are strong poles in the middle of the room that hold up the roof. Sometimes people lie on the floor and look up at the colourful ceiling. I can lie down and have a look if I want to.
 
	Page 13: Some parts of the Gallery are busy and loud. Some parts of 
the Gallery are quiet. Some rooms may be dark and some may 
be bright. 
 
I can tell the teacher or adult who is with my group if I do not like the area we are in. We can move to another space.
 
If I want to, I can bring things that will help me to feel more comfortable during my visit to the Gallery, such as noise cancelling headphones or a fidget toy.
 
	Page 14: The Gallery has four different levels and many rooms. There are escalators and lifts to get to the different levels.
 
	Page 15: Some of the floors are made of glass. I may see people walking above me on a glass floor. This floor is made of very strong glass  and it will not break. This floor is held up by strong metal and it will not fall.
 
	Page 16: The teacher or adult with my group will know what we are going to do and when we will be doing it during our visit to the Gallery.
 
We will be moving around the Gallery together in a group. We may visit many spaces in the Gallery, or just a few.
 
	Page 17: When visiting the Gallery, it is important to:
 
•         Stay with the adult who is with my group. 
•         Move slowly and safely through the gallery spaces.
•         Make sure my hands and body are away from the works of art,          display cases and walls. This helps keep the works of art safe.
•         Make sure the flash is off if I am taking photos.
•         Let the teacher know if I need to go to a quiet space.
 
	Page 18: In the Gallery, there are people wearing black pants, black jackets, white shirts with a black tie and a nametag. They are security guards,  they are there to help people and to keep gallery visitors and the works of art safe. There are also gallery staff, who wear black and white t-shirts with the letters N-G-V printed on them.
 
If I need help, I can tell one of the gallery staff or security guards.
They are friendly and they can help me.
 
	Page 20: We might be asked if we would like to use a stool. The NGV Educator will tell us if we need to collect a stool to sit on during 
the program.
 
	Page 21: The NGV Educator will lead our group around the Gallery and show us different types of art made by people from all around the world and throughout different times in history. 
 
Some of the works of art are big and some are small. Sometimes works of art can be very bright or make noises. Sometimes they might be unusual or confusing. 
 
Each work of art is different and has a story that people can learn about when they visit the Gallery. 
 
	Page 22: We may stop at different works of art. The NGV Educator may ask us questions. They are interested in hearing about our thoughts and ideas. We can talk about what we see when we look at the work and what it makes us think about.
 
	Page 23: We might also do an activity, such as drawing or moving our bodies. The NGV Educator will provide paper and a pencil if we are drawing. It is important to only write or draw with pencil or on an iPad when in the Gallery.
 
	Page 24: Sometimes there are special exhibitions on at the Gallery. I may go with my group to a room or lecture theatre to learn about the exhibition. The room or theatre may be darker than some other areas in the gallery and will have rows of seats where we can sit.
 
	Page 25: During my visit, I may do an art-making workshop to create my  own artwork. 
 
Workshops happen in the Learn Studio, which is set up like an art room. The NGV Educator will lead us to the studio.
 
The NGV Educator will show us what to do in the workshop. I can use a range of art materials to make something that I will be able to take home if I want to.
 
	Page 26: There are lots of toilets at the Gallery. I can tell the teacher or adult with my group when I need to use the toilet and they will show me where to find it. When I am finished using the toilet, there will be a sink where I can wash my hands.
	Page 27: Sometimes people have something to eat during their visit at the Gallery. If we are there when it is time for a snack or lunch, our teacher will show me where I can sit to eat my food. The teachers and adults with our group will tell us how much time we have  for lunch.
 
Our group might sit in the Great Hall or outside the Gallery. 
 
	Page 28: When it is time to leave, we can collect our bags from the lockers.  I may have to wait. 
 
Sometimes there can be a lot of people in this area, it can be crowded and noisy. I can tell the teacher or adult who is with my group if I do not like this area. We can move to another space.
 
	Page 29: We can leave through the glass doors at the front of the Gallery, next to the Waterwall on the opposite side to where we entered. 
 
	Page 30: I may travel from the NGV back to school on a bus, tram, train  or in a car. 
 
When I get home or back to school, I can show or tell friends, teachers and family about all the different things I saw and did  at the Gallery!
 

	Text Field 57: If our group is participating in an NGV program, we will meet with an NGV Educator when it is time to start.  
 
We may go on a guided tour to see some of the works of art in 
the Gallery.
